Dear Parents,

Welcome to KBCC Summer Fitness and Swimming Camp 2011!  This is your orientation letter.  Please read carefully to insure a smooth camp initiation.

Camp begins Tuesday, May 31st at 8:00 am.  When you arrive, you must report to the lunch area to confirm your child’s placement and to hand in any paper work which the law requires of you, including pediatrician’s up-to-date medical for your child (3040 & 680 the blue and yellow forms).  After you have finished checking in, you may meet with the counselor, become more familiar with the schedule and ask any questions you may have at that time.

All summer plans were to be solidified by May 25th.    You may add weeks if you decide to do so and there is still available space.  Please be advised that tuition is due NO LATER than Monday morning. All checks must be made payable to KBCC Day School.

General Information:

We will need the following information on appropriate forms from you prior to your child’s attendance at KBCC Summer Fitness Camp.

1) Please make sure registration forms are complete

2) Dr’s blue and yellow forms (3040 form and 680 form), which can be obtained from your Pediatrician, informing us of immunizations. The law now requires chicken pox vaccinations.

3) Discipline policy

In addition, please observe the following rules:

1) Please do not send your child to camp with toys, money, and gum or candy unless specified by the counselor.  We are not responsible for your child’s personal belongings and toys, which come to camp.  Please do not send any item to camp that is highly prized by your child.  Things get lost or broken.  Absolutely NO toy guns or weapons of any variety are permitted in camp.

2) Make sure we have sufficient emergency phone numbers, work, and cell and authorized pick up information.

3) Make sure you know your child’s pin number or pass code. 

4) No glass containers of any kind.

5) All children must have a change of clothes in their backpacks each day.  Please label these belongings.

6) You must provide a lunch with a beverage (No Soda) each day for your child.  We will heat up lunches in the microwave but no refrigeration is available.  Please refrain from sending high sugar content items in your child’s lunch and no candy.

7) For safety, sneakers or closed-toe shoes must be worn.

8) Please DO NOT SEND YOUR CHILD to camp ILL.  We will send your child home due to “yucky noses”.

9) We do not dispense any medications.  If your child is taking medicine as a result of a cough or cold, perhaps he/she should not be in attendance that day.

10) It is extremely important that you drop off and pick up your child on time so those children do not get anxious or upset.

Operation

1) Summer camp hours are from 8:00 to 3:00 Monday through Friday. A late fee ($15 for each 10 minutes late will be assessed for late pickup). Please send your child to camp wearing their bathing suit, shoes, sunscreen, bug repellant etc., with a change of clothes and towel in their backpack on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  Tuesday and Thursday the kids will have karate and yoga.  They can bring karate clothes if they have or white pants and white shirt.
2) We will have daily schedules integrating free play, group activity, outdoor play, water play, drama, arts & crafts, music, computers, and special activities.

3) The purpose of discipline is to help children identify behaviors that are acceptable.  Constructive methods are used to maintain individual and group behavior.  Redirection and natural logical consequences are primary methods used.  Time out is utilized as needed.

Disciplinary Actions

Disciplinary actions are as follows:

1. The first time a child breaks a rule; they will be given a reminder.

2.  The second time a child breaks a rule; they will be given a time out.

3. The third time a child breaks a rule; they will lose a privilege and their parents will be notified.

4. If a child continues to break a rule or to exhibit behavior that compromises the safety and fun of the other children, they will be expelled.
